DIRECTOR’S REPORTS: 
Director Nesbitt reported that the new website should go live around the first of February, the link for the short-term rentals (STR) is finished and ready, still working with Municode to finish the recodification of all City Ordinances so we can add to the new website, hopefully middle of March.
ALDERMEN’S REPORTS:
Alderwoman Hoffman – Getting the dates for all the events in the park, organizing the annual Mardi Gras golf cart parade. Planning a spring-cleaning day at the park, and to organizing the shed, will ask Larry to help. 
Alderwoman Jones – Reminded everybody that today is Dr. Martin Luther King’s Jr. day and read a quote he said about Kindness to all, and how the residents of Jamaica Beach shows kindness to watch over our neighbors during major storms, also about our kindness project, and wants to keep it going, then added as Dr. King once said, “What are we doing for others”.  
Alderman Madray – Reported that he summited a list of names to the Director of Operations Mondragon and Mayor Morris a list of people to serve on the Board of Adjustments board as asked.       
MPT Rupertus – “My new city email is up and running, so please use that one, not my personal. Fire hydrants have been inspected and a list of repairs have been given to Director of Operations Mondragon and approved, so phase one of the fire hydrant project is in the works, we do not have a schedule as to when they will finish, normally we try to add two or three a year, depending on budgeting. “Water line project, phase two has started this week, and we really need to find the money to continue with phase three, possibly hold off on the bulkhead repairs, but still need to find some money to continue with the water line project while we have contractors in the city”.  “Street projects are running a couple weeks behind, due to the weather, covid, materials, but they are in the neighborhoods working”.   “Main entrances, not sure if it’s TXDOT or the County or the road construction about Buccaneer and Bob Smith heading west, not sure if they are finished with the drains they are installing or not but will stay on top of the issue. I’ve asked Director of Operations Mondragon to work on the excess sand left on Beachcomber, we can’t just put it back on the dunes, it has a lot of concrete, asphalt, gravel, it’s just dirty sand, we are trying to utilize the sand”.  Marina needs our attention, look at the bulkheads they are collapsing and caving in, the property owners with boat slips own about 6 to 8 feet of the parking lot, maybe we need to see about re-plating the parking lot back to the City or see if the property owners would be willing to help in the cost, the marina needs a new bulkhead or at least repair it and the parking lot area repaired.           
Alderman Green – No report.
POLICE REPORT – Sergeant Ornelas reported for Chief Heiman about scheduling training for the beach patrol reserves next month to go over what they need to do for the upcoming summer, and busy weekends. If anyone has questions or concerns, please reach out to her. 
FIRE REPORT – No Report
MAYOR’S REPORT – Mayor Morris talked about within the next few meetings he would address plans for Emergency Management, finish with the SOP’s – standard operating procedures, amending the Ordinance on permitting which concerns general contractors, continuing current projects, water line replacement and the road improvement, the new city street sign project should be completed this month.
